2010 MINIMUM SPENDING

In order to accommodate the various needs of the Membership,
the Club will again offer the Annual Minimum Spending of
$1,000.00. Those members who do not choose this option will
continue to be subject to the quarterly minimum of $250.00.
Food and beverage only will be applied to the minimum and
there will be no exchange of merchandise, such as steaks or
wine, for the minimum. Adult children will not be allowed to use
their parent’s minimum if the parents are not with them.

Due to changing the quarters to correspond with the fiscal year,
the Annual Minimum will be billed on your January statement and
payable by February 25th. The quarters will be February 1 - April
30; May 1 - July 31; August 1 - October 31; November 1 - Janu-
ary 31.
